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This leaflet aims to provide coach drivers
and group travel organisers with
information about coach parking facilities
in central Bristol.

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Discover Bristol

Welcome to Bristol, the regional capital and largest
city in the South West of England.

The city is just 15
minutes by train from the world heritage city of
Bath. The Somerset coast and countryside and the
Cotswolds are also within easy reach. Attractions
are plentiful with historic Berkeley Castle,

the Wildfowl and Wetlands Centre at Slimbridge,
Tyntesfield Estate and the beauty of Westonbirt
Arboretum all within a short drive of Bristol.
